Resolution 538—Encourages Alternatives to Chemical Herbicides and Pesticides and Re-
quires Neighborhood Notice of Intended UResolution 539—Supports the Newly-formed
West Marin Mosquito Control Coordinating Council.

In recent months, the Board has been actively working on your behalf to atdiess
of concern to the community. For example, in October 2006 the Board passed
Resolution 538 which establishes the BCPUD'’s policy with regard to the use of thritie
cals within the district. The resolution acknowledges the harnfedtsfof toxic chemicals on
living organisms and resolves that alternatives to chemicaldndgbiand pesticides should be
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used whenever possible within the district to control weeds, vermin, hdanséats and other pests. Sig-
nificantly, the resolution requiresy person or entity planning to use or apply chemical herbicides and/or gestan real
property within the district shall notify neighbors within a 300-foot radiuthefintended application area at least 48 hours
prior to the planned use or applicatio his notification requirement is intended to enable chemicallyits@nseighbors to
object to the planned usage of chemical herbicides or pesticides adthe area prior to the application to avoid exposure.
If you are a landlord, it is important that you advise your tenants of this policy so that they, and you as tttg prope
owner, do not inadvertently fall out of complianGene Board’s passage of Resolution 538 was an outgrowth of the les-
sons learned during the community’s negotiation with the Marin/Sonoma Mogg\Viector Control District (“M&VCD”) to
reach an agreement prohibiting the use of chemical pesticides for nocsgtiement and control in West Marin, except in cir-
cumstances where the M&VCD, in conjunction with the Marin County Public iH€xficer and the California Department of
Health-Services—Vector Borne Disease Section declares a pultic éeergency. In related action, the Board in Novem-
ber 2006 passeesolution 539in support of the newly-formed West Marin Mosquito Control Coordinating Coubneil, t
“successor-in-interest” to the community committee appointed by tiRJBC The new council is authorized to work on the
BCPUD'’s behalf to ensure the community is informed and engaged in mosquiatpyerand control, to ensure that the
agreement with the M&VCD is followed during its one-year term and taramtvorking with the M&VCD towards a multi-
year extension of the agreement.

Resolution 546—Requires Reimbursement for Costs of Repair to BCPUD Infrastructure

In December 2006, the Board pasgesblution 540 which requires district customers to reimburse the BCPUD for
repair costs to BCPUD infrastructure for damage caused by custonmgsg.edolution was prompted by several recent events
in which district customers failed to notify BCPUD and/or the Undergicervice Alert (“USA” - 1-800-227-2600) of
planned work in the public rights-of-way (such as grading, ditching, treevedrand the like) and the work then caused dam-
age to BCPUD infrastructure, including but not limited to water mains anddffovalves. The Board determined that the
costs of repairing infrastructure under such circumstances should be boneerésponsible customer, not the entire district.
If you are planning any work in or near the public rights-of-way, please iy so that all relevant utility locations can be
marked before you begin work.

Resolution 541-Stating BCPUD Intent to Regulate Water Wells in the District

In January 2007, the Board pad®esolution 541 which states the district’s intent to enact an ordinance regulating
water wells within the boundaries of the district. Although the BCPURiquisly encouraged customers in a pigpeline
edition to consider the possible use of irrigation wells to reduce themkam our treated water supply for landscaping, cus-
tomers subsequently raised concerns to the Board about possible impdicdtsuch wells to neighboring properties on the
Mesa, given the small size of individual lots, the existence of hundregpiié systems and the foreseeable need to repair anc
or upgrade such systems. Stay tuned for further action from the Board tmpithis

Board Approves Establishment of Two New Tiers of Metered Water BefiCharges and Revisions to Existing Rates.

Finally, the Board in December 2006 approved the addition of two new tiersligtiilsgs existing metered water de-
livery charges, as well as revisions to the existing tiers, to drngates charged by the BCPUD more directly in line with the
rates charged by the other districts in West Marin. An extensivgsanaf the BCPUD’s metered water delivery charges re-
vealed that the district is significantly under-charging customersemtmssumption places them at the highest tiers; to encour
age conservation and more equitably recoup the expenses of producing high abltreeted water, the Board directed staff
to commence the Proposition 218 notification process to inform district cerit@inout the planned changes and provide and
opportunity for comment/objection. Please keep an eye on your mail; noticbe mihiled out in early February from the
BCPUD detailing the new and revised metered water delivery charges.
